BE IT REMEMBERED THAT THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS met in the Commissioner’s Courtroom, Henry County Courthouse, Wednesday, November 11, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Kim L. Cronk, William D. Cronk, Samuel R. Beckenbaugh, Linda S. Ratcliff, Auditor and County Attorney Joe Bergacs.

President Kim Cronk called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with the Pledge to the flag and a moment of silent prayer.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the minutes from the 10/28/09 1:30 p.m. meeting and the 10/28/09 7:00 p.m. meeting.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve payroll, timecards and deductions for the pay period being paid November 13, 2009.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the claims as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.

A reminder of the date change for the last meeting in November was noted.  The meeting will be held at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, November 24, 2009.

A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to schedule the 4th Wednesday meeting in December at 11:00 a.m.  Motion carried 3-0.  In lieu of the traditional closing of the county offices for two hours in December to allow for holiday dinners, a motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to allow all county offices at the discretion of the elected official or department head to close at 12:00 noon on December 23, and reopen at 8:00 a.m. on December 28th.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by President Kim Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the quarterly report from Henry County Community Corrections and the monthly reports from the following departments:  Motion carried 3-0.

The Commissioners conducted the appeal hearing of Mr. Carson Purvis concerning the denial of assistance from the Henry Township Trustee.  Mrs. Nancy Wadman, Henry Township Trustee was present to discuss with the Commissioners the actions by the Trustees Office in denying the request.  Mrs. Wadman cited that Mr. Purvis was not compliant with requests for information and was denied assistance.  After speaking both to Mr. Purvis and to Mrs. Wadman, Mr. William Cronk made a motion to support the decision of Mrs. Wadman to deny assistance to Mr. Purvis.  Motion carried 3-0.

President Cronk presented a bill from H2O Evolution Inc. requesting payment for a water system in the amount of $2,916.00.  Mr. Bergacs, County Attorney made the Commissioners aware that it would probably cost more to settle a legal dispute in court than to pay the bill.  After discussion and explanation a motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to pay the bill.  Motion carried 3-0.

A letter was presented to the County Commissioners from Dr. Lynn Bowers, MD and President of the Henry County Health Board.  Dr. Bowers is resigning from the Health Board at this time.  A motion to accept the resignation of Dr. Bowers was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk.  Motion carried 3-0.  President Cronk recognized Dr. Bowers’ years of service to the Henry County Health Board and expressed his appreciation to Dr. Bowers.
A letter was presented to the County Commissioners from Mr. Doug Mathis, Administrator of the Henry County Health Department recommending that Dr. Wiley McGlothlin be appointed to the Henry County Health Board to replace Dr. Lynn Bowers.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to appoint Dr. Wiley McGlothlin to the Henry County Health Board.  Motion carried 3-0. 
President Cronk presented the acceptance letter for the OKRA grant.  This grant reimburses the county for expenses reported to FEMA for storm clean up.  A motion to accept the grant was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk.  Motion carried 3-0.

A grant for the Youth Center was presented.  This grant would allow for transitional housing.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh to allow the grant but reserve the ability to deny the grant if awarded pending the privatization of the Youth Center.  Mr. William Cronk seconded the motion.  Motion carried 2-0.  President Cronk abstained from voting. 
A 3 county sheriff’s grant was presented.  Counties represented are Hancock, Henry and Wayne County.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to accept the grant.  Motion carried 2-0.  President Cronk abstained from voting.
The 1987 original Drug Task Force was presented for renewal.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept and approve the grant.  Motion carried 2-0.  President Cronk abstained from voting.
A $10,000 and under (JAG) grant was presented.  This grant would allow the purchase of cameras for sheriff’s cars.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve and accept the grant.  Motion carried 2-0.  President Cronk abstained from voting.
A grant was presented on behalf of the Henry County Probation Department in cooperation with the ARIES program.  The grant request is $6,500.00.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept and approve the grant.  Motion carried 3-0.

Quotes were presented on behalf of the County Clerk for printers.  Quotes were received for 1 microline printer and 2 laser printers.  Quotes are listed below:

A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to purchase the printers from Weber Office Equipment.  Motion carried 3-0.
An ordinance to allow payment by credit cards was discussed.  There had been inquiry as to the procedure to be followed.  The County Council would need to adopt an ordinance to allow payment by credit cards (IC 36-1-8-11) for anyone wanting to use them other than the County Treasurer who is allowed by statute to accept credit card payments.

The wind ordinance was presented for approval.  The ordinance had been presented at the October 28th meeting but tabled before approval to allow time to look at the ordinance.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the ordinance.  Motion carried 3-0.

A petition to vacate an 8foot strip of land in the Leonard Addition was heard.  The original request had been presented at the October 28th meeting but delayed to allow the Henry County survey the opportunity to study the plat map and request.  After discussion and an explanation from the Surveyor indicating the County had no authority to act on the issue, a motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to deny the request as it is a civil matter and not one for the Commissioners to decide.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr. Gene Clark from Hillsboro was present to discuss the fact that the Hillsboro church had been torn down and Mr. Clark wanted help from the Commissioners to resolve the issue.  After consulting with the County Attorney, Mr. Clark was made aware that this would actually be a civil issue and the Commissioners would have no jurisdiction.

A request was received from Susie Hufford, Recorder to close her office on November 20, 2009 to allow for the installation and training of an updated computer system.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to allow the closure of the Recorder’s office.  Notice should be given to the public.

Mr. Richard Byers, Surveyor presented a utility agreement between Henry County and Ameritech to bury cable along W 300 North.  A motion to approve the agreement was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mr. Byers presented a deed for Parcel 2 for Bridge No. 10 over Fall Creek.  The deed needed a sales disclosure form.  A motion to accept parcel # 2 was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr. Gib Hoover was present but did not have any business for the Commissioners.

President Cronk called on Joe Wiley, Highway Supervisor.  Mr. Wiley presented four (4) quotes for a road grader to the Commissioners.  The quotes are listed below:

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to purchase the John Deere Grader from Holt Equipment Company for $121,000.00.  Motion carried 3-0.
President Cronk asked Mr. Wiley if he would be able to use the highway men and resources to help farmers in Greensboro as well as residents of Greensboro trim trees in order to get their equipment in and out of the fields for harvest and do some much need tree trimming.  Mr. Wiley told the Commissioners that he would be glad to do that but that the highway bucket truck was not operable and the highway was in need of a new one.  Mr. Wiley said that he would speak with Mr. George King and that perhaps Duke Energy might be able to assist.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by President Cronk to allow the highway to assist Greensboro if possible.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr. Cronk presented a draft of an overtime and compensatory time off document for the Commissioners to look at.  Each elected official and department head should have received the document and was asked to make suggestions or corrections.

A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to adjourn.  Motion carried 3-0.
