BE IT REMEMBERED THAT THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS met in the Commissioners Courtroom, Henry County Courthouse Wednesday, April 22, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in the city of New Castle, IN with the following members present:  Kim L. Cronk, William D. Cronk, Linda S. Ratcliff, Auditor and Joe Bergacs, County Attorney.

President Cronk opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silent prayer.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by President Kim Cronk to approve the minutes as presented for the April 8, 2009 meeting.  Motion carried 2-0.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by President Kim Cronk to approve the claims as submitted.  Motion carried 2-0.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by President Kim Cronk to approve payroll, timecards and deductions as presented.  Motion carried 2-0.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by President Kim Cronk to accept the monthly reports of the following:
Clerk of Circuit Court, County Treasurer, Weights and Measures and IPEP.  Motion carried 2-0.

A motion was made by William Cronk and seconded by President Cronk to appoint Ron Huffman to the DPC (District Planning Council).  Motion carried 2-0.

President Cronk suggested that a decision appointing elected officials to represent the County on the DPOC (District Planning Oversight Committee) be tabled until clarification is received regarding these appointments.  Mrs. Ratcliff will seek clarification.

Tim Tuhey – Town Council President in Springport was present to discuss with the Commissioners joining the County with a mutual agreement for the Building Department.  The town is interested in having an old building torn down.  The request was taken under advisement pending research and procedure.  

An update was given by Penny York on the work she is doing for EDC.

Gene Weaver, representing Magna Machine and Tool was present and asked the Commissioners to consider working on Messick Road.  The road is in dire need of repair.  Mr. William Cronk indicated that he would drive the road on Thursday with the Highway Administrator and hoped that they could do something to help.  Mr. Cronk understands that Messick Road as well as many others are in need of repair.

Sheriff Butch Baker presented his grant request to the Commissioners for approval.  This grant, if approved is part of the Recovery Act and would be awarded in August.  A motion was made by President Kim Cronk and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the grant.  Motion carried 2-0.

Mr. Gene Clark was present to discuss the building in Hillsboro that he is trying to have torn down.  President Cronk referred Mr. Clark to the County Attorney who indicated that the process is ready to be sent requesting judgment.

Jeremy Bristow from the highway department was present to request that the Commissioners just turn some of the roads back to stone.
