BE IT REMEMBERED THAT THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS met in the Commissioners Courtroom, Henry County Courthouse, Wednesday, May 13, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in the city of New Castle, IN with the following members present:  Kim L. Cronk, William D. Cronk, Samuel R. Beckenbaugh, and Linda S. Ratcliff, Auditor.
President Cronk opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silent prayer.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the minutes of the previous meeting as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the Clerk’s monthly report.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve Claims, payroll and timecards as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the Health Care contract with Spectrum for the 2009-2010 year.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by President Kim Cronk to approve the contract with Quality Plumbing & Heating for maintenance of County Buildings at the following rates:

Mr. William Cronk seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

A grant for the Indiana Court Improvement Program was presented.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to accept the grant.  Motion carried 3-0.

Notification was received from the Indiana Department of Transportation notifying the County that the speed limit would be reduced on interstate 70 from the 122.0 mile marker to the 137.0 mile marker.  That is approximately 15 miles.  The speed will be reduced to 60 miles per hour.

Mr. William Cronk made a motion to set the date of June 1, 2009 at 8:30 a.m. as a meeting date to discuss the review and revision of the County Personnel Policy.  The meeting will be held in the Commissioners meeting room on the 2nd floor of the Courthouse.  Mr. Beckenbaugh seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

A request was received from Representative Tom Saunders requesting use of the Public Restrooms in the basement of the Courthouse on September 19, 2009.  A car show to benefit the Bobby Goodwin Habitat for Humanity fund will be held.  Organizers are asking that no parking in the angled parking area of Race Street be permitted also.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the request.  Motion carried 3-0.

Joe Wiley, Henry County Highway Department updated the Commissioners on work being done at the highway department.  Mr. Wiley discussed replacing a road grader at the highway.  Mr. Beckenbaugh made a motion for Mr. Wiley to get prices on a grader and bring them to the Commissioners.  Mr. William Cronk seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr. Dan Ritchie was present to discuss the culvert that had been placed on neighboring property by the highway department.  The placement of the culvert caused flooding to his field and he requested that the culvert be removed.  After discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by President Cronk to remove the culvert.  Motion carried 3-0.

Debbie Walker, County Treasurer presented a contract for Commissioner approval for the printing of tax bills for the 2009 pay 2010 tax year.  The contract is with A.E. Boyce for .30 each plus postage.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the contract.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mrs. Walker also presented an ordinance to establish a fund and fee schedule to allow electronic sale of tax data.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the ordinance.  Motion carried 3-0.

Pat French, County Clerk updated the Commissioners on the use of credit cards in her office.

Penny York, EDC updated the Commissioners on the work that she was doing with the EDC in conjunction with the Convention and Visitors Bureau.  Mrs. York asked to have space on the County Website for advertising and promotion of Henry County.  President, Kim Cronk made a motion to approve the request for space pending discussion with Jay Jackson concerning availability.    Mr. Beckenbaugh seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mrs. York is still working on a road for the Motor Sports Park and discussed stimulus money that might be received by the County.  She had obtained a copy of a wind ordinance from Madison County as requested by Council Member Jerry Manis at the last Commissioners meeting.

Jeff Ray was present representing Healthy Communities to get Commissioners signatures on documents for the Rails to Trails projects.  President Cronk will sign the forms.

Mr. Ray asked if an ordinance had been approved for the ATV use on roads yet.  The Commissioners indicated they would have it ready for the meeting on the 27th of May.

Mr. Mundell from the Middletown Town Board was present to discuss an interlocal agreement between the Town of Middletown and the county for the paving of roads.  Mr. William Cronk made a motion to do an agreement that would allow the paving.  Mr. Beckenbaugh seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Bruce Allison representing Monumental Life Insurance Co. was present to ask the Commissioners permission to use the Courtroom and meet with employees who have Monumental Life Insurance.  Mr. Beckenbaugh made a motion to approve the request and Mr. William Cronk seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Allison will schedule the Courtroom with the Auditor’s office.

Becky Wise from USI Consulting was present to introduce herself to the Commissioners.

Mr. Byers, Surveyor presented the signed agreement with BFS for work on Bridge #31.

Mr. Byers also presented a Utility Agreement with Hancock Telecom for Commissioners signature.  The agreement will allow the burial of fiber optic cable South of the town of Sulphur Springs.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the agreement.  Motion carried 2-0 with President Kim Cronk abstaining due to conflict of interest.

Mr. Byers reported that the Planning Commission had five applicants for the Planning Commissioner position.  By a vote 7-1 Adam Hollars was selected as the New Planning Commissioner to begin May 26th.

Mike Burch, Prairie Township Trustee was present and asked the Commissioners what he was to do when his Poor Relief budget ran out.  He said he had already spent almost as much as he spent the entire year last year.  The Commissioners suggested that he speak with the County Council.

A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to adjourn.  Motion carried 3-0.
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
