President Cronk opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silent prayer.

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the minutes of the May 13, 2009 meeting as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.

Choice, Mechanical Services, Inc. presented a quote to remove and replace two bearings on a supply fan blower for air handler #4.  The cost would be $1,489.00.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the quote and proceed with the work.  Motion carried 3-0.

A Drug Task Force Grant was presented, Grant # 09-0011.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the grant as submitted.  Motion carried 3-0.

A grant from Homeland Security/GIS (Grant # 09-0012) was presented for approval by the Commissioners.  President Cronk made a motion to approve the grant application for Homeland Security and GIS, Mr. Beckenbaugh seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

An application to establish the Local Health Maintenance Fund was presented.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk.  Motion carried 3-0.

Jeff Ray, representing Healthy Communities was present to obtain signatures for easements for property for the Rails to Trails project.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the requests.  Motion carried 3-0.
County Ordinance #2009-04-05-27 prohibiting the use of Motorized vehicles on trails property was presented.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the ordinance as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.  The ordinance follows:

ORDINANCE NO:_______________________

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING MOTORIZED VEHICLES ON  

TRAILS PROPERTY

WHEREAS, The Henry County Commissioners define “motorized vehicles” as any vehicle that is powered by combustible engine, electric engine and including, but not limited to, automobiles, all terrain vehicles (ATV’s), motorcycles, motorbikes, motor scooters, snowmobiles, golf carts, or tractors. 


WHEREAS, The Henry County Commissioners prohibit motorized vehicles of any kind to operate on  the Raintree Trails System including Wooly Bear Parkway Trail, National Road Heritage Trail, Wilbur Wright Trail, and the Cardinal Greenway Trail.


WHEREAS, The Henry County Commissioners acknowledge the need for exceptions to this ordinance to accommodate emergency vehicles, maintenance vehicles, handicapped motorized vehicles and other authorized vehicles such as utility company’s vehicles and city/county vehicles. Further the Department of Natural Resources shall be permitted to enter the Raintree Trails System, using motorized vehicles with prior authorization from an employee of Healthy Communities of Henry County with authority to give authorization unless there exists an emergency on said property. 


WHEREAS, The violation of this ordinance is an infraction subject to a fine of up to Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00).


THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE HENRY COUNTY COMMISSIONERS, HENRY COUNTY, STATE OF INDIANA that no motorized vehicles shall be permitted on the Raintree Trails System including Wooly Bear Parkway Trail, National Road Heritage Trail, Wilbur Wright Trail, and the Cardinal Greenway Trail with the exception of emergency vehicles, maintenance vehicles, county vehicles, or law enforcement vehicles and the Department of Natural Resources with prior authorization from an employee of Healthy Communities of Henry County with authority to give authorization unless there exists an emergency on said property. 


BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that a violation of this ordinance shall be an infraction subject to a fine of up to Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00).

New Castle–Henry County JOINT Board of Aviation Commissioners


The New Castle-Henry County Joint Board of Aviation Commissioners was duly established in 1964 pursuant to Indiana Act 19 & 5, Chapter 190, as amended by Acts 1947, Chapter 73; Acts 19 & 5, Chapter 109; Act 1953, Chapter 208, now I.C. 8-22-2-1 et. seq.  The Board consists of seven (7) commissioners.  Three (3) of the commissioners are appointed by the Mayor of the City of New Castle and three (3) of the commissioners are appointed by the Board of County Commissioners of Henry County.  The seventh (7th) member of the Board is selected by the six (6) members previously appointed.  The names and terms of the current Board members are set forth on the attached Exhibit “A”.  Annually, the Aviation Commissioners hold an organizational meeting at which time they select the following officers: President, Vice President, Recording Secretary, Treasurer.

The current officers for the Commission appear on Exhibit “A” attached hereto.


The Board of Aviation Commissioners recognize that in order to effectively operate they must have an open line of communication with the City of New Castle and County of Henry.  To this end, they shall comply with the following annual agenda:


1.
The Mayor of the City of New Castle and the Board of Henry County Commissioners shall receive notice of all public meetings and executive sessions of the Board of Aviation Commissioners.  Their attendance at public meetings is welcomed and encouraged.


2.
Copies of the minutes of regular meetings of the Board of Aviation Commissioners shall be submitted to the Mayor of the City of New Castle and the Board of Henry County Commissioners after the approval of said minutes by said Aviation Board.


3. 
Annually, before February 2 of each year, the Board shall make a report to the executives (Mayor of New Castle and County Commissioners) of its proceedings with a full statement of its receipts and all statements for the preceding year, including a report of the acquisition of all navigation facilities and other property that has come under control of the Board, and progress of aviation and air commerce under its control. (See I.C. 8-22-2-4). (May be combined with reports and presentations referred to in rhetorical paragraphs 4, 5, and 6 below.)

4.
Annually the Board of Aviation Commissioners by one or more of its members shall appear before the New Castle City Council and the Henry County Council and supply each legislative body with an annual report summarizing the Commission’s activities during the calendar year and the goals of the Commission for the upcoming year.


5.
On or before May 1 of each year the Board of Aviation Commissioners shall present the Mayor of the City of New Castle and the Board of Henry County Commissioners with a proposed budget for the upcoming calendar year.  Further, members of the Aviation Commission will be available for budget hearings before the City of New Castle and the County of Henry as they are needed.


6.
Prior to applying for any federal or state grant which would involve a match or expenditure of local funds, which have not already been appropriated, the Board of Aviation Commissioners shall appear at a public hearing of the Henry County Council and the New Castle City Council obtain approval of those respective fiscal bodies to proceed with the grant application.  The Board of Aviation Commissioners would request that that approval be given in writing and made a matter of public record by the respective fiscal authority.

Mr. Adam Hollars, new Planning Commissioner was present and was introduced.  Mr. Hollars was welcomed and the Commissioners offered to help him in any way they could.
Gene Clark was present as a member of the Airport board and to see if the Commissioners had made a decision concerning the abandoned house in Hillsboro that he is trying to have torn down.  Mr. Bergacs, County Attorney said that he would have a determination at the June 10, 2009 meeting.

Mr. Joe Wiley was recognized by the Commissioners but had nothing to report.

Mr. Byers, Surveyor was recognized by the Commissioners but had nothing to report.

Penny York spoke on behalf of EDC.  They are working on things but no progress has been made with the Pierce property.

A lease agreement was presented by Superior Court 1.  The lease is for a Canon iR3230 Copier/Printer.  There will be 63 payments in the amount of $116.50 per month.  There will also be a monthly maintenance agreement in the amount of $60.00.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the lease agreement.  Motion carried 3-0.

The Auditor’s Office presented the Annual Congressional School Report to the Commissioners for acceptance and approval.  The report is a requirement by law and is filed with the State after acceptance by the Commissioners.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the report as presented.

The letter to Mayor Small follows as well as a document indicating immediate changes in dispatch effective June 15, 2009.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to proceed with the letters.  Motion carried 3-0.  Copies are inserted below:

May 27, 2009

Dear Mayor Small:


Because of constant changes in the emergency services field, we feel it is necessary to begin May 31, 2009 to restructuring our Emergency Service System in Henry County.


As budgetary restraints continue to develop on local government, we find it necessary to immediately develop an ambulance service and 911center that can service our citizens in the most efficient, professional manner without reducing the quality of our service.


During the past year there have been several changes in the Medicare, Medicaid Insurance system that requires the revamping of our Emergency Services System.  This letter serves notice that the county of Henry is discontinuing any Interlocal Cooperation Agreement and or contracts between the City of New Castle and the County of Henry concerning Ambulance Service, 911 Service and the Division of Homeland Security.  During the next six months the County Commissioners will be restructuring emergency services to make the system a more efficient and user friendly system.


During this process we are asking for the cooperation of the City of New Castle and all Emergency Services throughout the county in developing new Interlocal Cooperative Agreements as they pertain to Ambulance Service, 911 Center and Homeland Security.  Also during this transition period all services will remain status quo and as changes occur the public and the respective agencies will be notified.


There will not be any disruption of services to the public and all emergency services will still perform at their current levels of response and services.
