Cronk, President, William D. Cronk, Samuel R. Beckenbaugh, Linda S. Ratcliff, Auditor.
The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silent prayer by President Cronk.
A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the minutes from the July 8, 2009 meeting.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the monthly reports as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.
A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the claims as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve payroll, timecards and deductions as presented to cover the July 24, 2009 payroll.

President Cronk presented information concerning the Actuarial Study that had been discussed and approved at the last meeting pending County Council approval.  The County Council approved proceeding with the actuarial study to be compliant with State Board of Accounts requirements at their meeting on 7/22/09 at 2:30 p.m.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk to proceed and Mr. Beckenbaugh seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
A request was received from Bay Geophysical to conduct seismic surveys on land in Henry County.  A plat map of the area to be affected, as well as a certificate, verifying liability insurance was presented.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the survey.  Motion carried 3-0.
A rider increasing the bond coverage of the Henry County Auditor was presented to the Commissioners for approval.  Indiana Law was changed effective July 1, 2009 to increase the coverage and the purchase of the rider puts Henry County in compliance.  A motion was made by William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the bond.  Motion carried 3-0.

Sealed bids were opened for food for the Henry County Youth Center.  Gordon Food Service was the only bid submitted.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the bid and take under advisement.  Motion carried 3-0.

As required by Indiana Statute, copies of Henry County Budgets for the 2010 budget year were presented to the Commissioners by the Auditor’s office.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the budgets and study them with discussion to be held at the August 11, 2009 meeting.  Motion carried 3-0.   The Commissioners may make recommendations to the County Council concerning budgets.

Mr. Jeff Ray, representing Healthy Communities was present to acquire signatures and approval from the Commissioners to purchase and acquire land for the Rails to Trails project funded with Food and Beverage money.  An agreement was presented for land to be received from the Smiley family and a letter was presented concerning additional compensation for another piece of property that will be received.  A proximity agreement was presented for a portion of Norfolk & Southern Railroad.  A motion to accept recommendations by Mr. Ray was made by Mr. William Cronk with Mr. Beckenbaugh seconding the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr. Ken Johnson, Building Maintenance Supervisor was present to update the Commissioners on building upkeep and projects that the Maintenance Department is doing.

Kevin Niles was present to present a bill and to explain the repairs that were needed at the 4-h grounds to the sound system.  President Cronk informed Mr. Niles that the Commissioners would turn the bill over to the insurance company.
Bridge Inspections and Consulting Contracts:

Richard Byers, Henry County Surveyor presented an agreement between the Henry County Commissioners and USI Consultants for Bridge Inspections of 139 Bridges under Henry County Jurisdiction.  The inspections will be done in phases with phase I in 2009 and phase II in 2010.

An Indiana Department of Transportation – County Bridge Inspection Contract was presented.

Project No.: 0810472 provides for the inspection of all bridges owned and/or maintained by the County.  A motion to approve Mr. Byers recommendation was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh with Mr. William Cronk seconding the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr. Byers presented an appraisal analysis for the work to be done on Bridge #10 as well as  a waiver of valuation.  The amounts of compensation are:

Sheriff Baker informed the Commissioners that the Work Release Center was leaking and would be looked at as soon as possible to determine the cause of the problem.
