BE IT REMEMBERED THAT THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS met in the Commissioner’s Courtroom Henry County Courthouse, Wednesday, September 9, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present:  Kim L. Cronk, President, William D. Cronk, Samuel R. Beckenbaugh, Linda S. Ratcliff, Auditor and Joe Bergacs, County Attorney.
President Cronk opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silent prayer.

A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to approve the minutes of the August 26, 2009 meeting as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.
A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the claims as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.
A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to approve the payroll, timecards and deductions for the payroll period ending with pay on September 18, 2009.  Motion carried 3-0.

Monthly reports were presented as required by the following departments:

Mr. Adam Hollars, Zoning Administrator, presented two cases for approval by the County Commissioners.


Case #2093 – A proposal to amend Code to allow a modular home located at 100 N. Broad Street, Mooreland, In.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to allow the zoning change.  Motion carried 3-0.


Case#2094 –  A proposal to rezone 47+ acres from agriculture to Heavy Industrial.  A statement was made at the beginning of the hearing by County Attorney Joe Bergacs, indicating that he would recommend that the Commissioners send the matter back to the Planning Commission based on information he had received that a Planning Commission member may have acted improperly by touring the facility with the interested party in the re-zoning issue.  President Kim Cronk informed all in attendance that while anyone was free to speak that there was no need for debate on the value of the  proposed business in this matter and opened the floor for comment.  Mr. Steve Cooper representing Coer consulting and the Pierce family wanted to be sure that everyone understood that the error that occurred was not on the part of Coer Consulting or the Pierce family.  Mr. Steve Stevens, a local resident spoke agreeing that the action of sending the request back to the Planning Commission was a good one also cautioned that the Planning Commission members needed to be aware of their responsibilities, and that they needed to be held accountable for their actions.  Mr. Mark Dissmore, spoke to clarify that he was not against anyone earning a living but that if the proposed use of the land would omit odor and smell then he was indeed against it.  It had been stated that Mr. Dissmore was in favor of the use of the land.  Mrs. Carol Goodwin also spoke in favor of holding the Planning Commission accountable.  Because of improper actions by the Planning Commission during the original hearing the Commissioners on advice of the County Attorney denied the ordinance and sent the request back to the planning commission.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh to deny the zoning request and seconded by Mr. Kim Cronk.  Mr. William Cronk excused himself due to a conflict.  Motion carried 2-0.

Mr. Josh Estelle, representing the Pfenninger Agency updated the Commissioners on the County Health Plans performance for the year.

A proposal was made by President Cronk to assign the Commissioner’s Secretary, Linda Winchester to the Henry County Clerk’s office when she returns from FMLA on September 14, 2009.    A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to assign Mrs. Winchester as proposed.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mrs. Susie Hufford, County Recorder was present to present a proposal for a new Recorder software package.  The proposal was from CSI in the amount of $99,185.  Mrs. Hufford will pay for the upgrade from her Recorders Perpetuation Fund.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to allow the purchase.  Motion carried 3-0.
Debbie Walker, County Treasurer spoke and presented a request to the Commissioners to purchase new computers for her office.  A quote from Intech for $4,473.00 and a quote from Dell for $3,780.00 were presented.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to purchase the Dell computers.  Motion carried 3-0.

President Cronk asked Penny York, EDC coordinator and Laurie Davis, Memorial Park Superintendent for updates.  Neither had any new news to report.

Mr. Joe Wiley, Highway Administrator, spoke about the work the highway department is doing.  Mr. Wiley stated that the work the County was doing and would be reimbursed for from Middletown was almost complete.  Mr. Wiley discussed purchase of vehicles with the Commissioners.  Mr. Beckenbaugh made a motion and Mr. William Cronk seconded the motion that Mr. Wiley should put together a purchase package with defined information and present it to the Commissioners at their next meeting.  Motion carried 3-0.
Mrs. Patricia French was present to present a contract to the Commissioners for election services for the next three years.  This contract would lock in the price of election administration for the three year period.  A motion was made by Mr. Beckenbaugh and seconded by Mr. William Cronk to accept and sign the contract with ESS.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr. Richard Byers presented a letter for Commissioner signatures to INDOT re Project No. STP-9933  Designation Nos. 0500909; replacement of County Bridge No.10.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to sign the letter.  Motion carried 3-0.

Mr.  Byers also presented the LPA Project Coordination Contract for bridge #200.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Kim Cronk to accept the contract.  Motion carried 2-0.  

A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the Agreement presented naming Beam Longest, and Neff the consultant for the replacement of bridge #200.  Motion carried 3-0.

President Cronk presented the Standard & Poore report concerning the counties last financial outlook.  Henry County has dropped in rating from stable to negative due mostly to the economy.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk to accept the report and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh.  Motion carried 3-0.

A grant request was received from the New Castle/Henry County Municipal Airport.  President Cronk asked that the airport board be contacted and asked to appear at the next meeting for clarification.

An air report was received concerning the EIDD offices.  All levels of air were found to be normal.  There was minor maintenance that needed to be performed but the Henry County Maintenance Department will be able to address these issues.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the report as presented and to furnish a copy of the report to EIDD.  Motion carried 3-0.

Indiana Department of Transportation notified the County that no historic properties would be affected by proceeding with the rehabilitation project along SR 103 between CR 300 S and SR38.  A motion was made by Mr. William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the report as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.

Indiana Department of Transportation notified the County of traffic controls on US 40: 30 minute parking on the north side of US 40 (Main Street) from the east curbline of Harrison Street to a point 160 feet east of the east curbline of Harrison Street, a distance of approximately 160 feet.  A motion was made by William Cronk and seconded by Mr. Beckenbaugh to accept the notification as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.
