BE IT REMEMBERED THE HENRY COUNTY COUNCIL OF HENRY COUNTY, INDIANA, met in special session in the Courthouse Circuit Courtroom, in the City of New Castle, Indiana, on Wednesday, February 24, 2010, at 2:30 P.M., with the following members present:  Nate LaMar, Richard Bouslog, Michael Thalls, Harold Griffin, Robin Reno-Fleming, Jerry Manis, Jeff Hancock and Linda S. Ratcliff, Auditor.
WHEREAS:  Certain extraordinary emergencies have developed since the adoption of the existing annual budget, so that it is now necessary to appropriate more money than was appropriated in the annual budget, now therefore, to meet such extraordinary emergencies:

SECTION 1, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Henry County Council of Henry County, Indiana, that for expenses of said County Government and its institution the following sums of money are hereby named for the purpose herein specified subject to the laws governing the same:

Mr. LaMar opened the meeting with an invocation followed with the Pledge to the Flag.

A motion was made by Mrs. Fleming and seconded by Mr. Thalls to approve the minutes from the January meeting.  Motion carried 6-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Bouslog and seconded by Mrs. Fleming to approve the additional appropriation request from the Prosecutor for $7,250 out of DUI Impact.  Motion carried 6-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Griffin and seconded by Mr. Bouslog to approve a transfer for the Youth Center, transferring $36,000 from their nursing appropriation into their contractual appropriation.  Motion carried 6-0.

Butch Baker, Sheriff, approached the Council regarding hiring a replacement for a merit deputy.  Questions were raised pertaining to hiring the deputy at a lower rate of pay for a probationary period.  Mrs. Ratcliff explained Waggoner, Irwin & Scheele’s salary recommendations were based on the job to be performed and did not propose entry level pay.  Employees who have been here longer will receive more in longevity, therefore more than an employee just starting.  After discussion a motion was made by Mr. Manis and seconded by Mr. Griffin to allow the Sheriff’s department to hire a new merit deputy.  Motion carried 6-0.

Pat French, Clerk, also was requesting to fill a position in her department.  Mrs. French stated the position was crucial to her department and she had no objections to an entry level pay scale.  A motion was made by Mr. Thalls and seconded by Mr. Bouslog to allow the position to be filled.  Motion carried 6-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Bouslog and seconded by Mrs. Fleming to approve the amended salary ordinance presented for CASA, establishing a rate of pay for the Director at $31,782 and a Volunteer Coordinator at $12.00 per hour.  Motion carried 6-0.

A motion was made by Mrs. Fleming and seconded by Mr. Hancock to approve the amended salary ordinance for the Prosecutor, establishing longevity pay for two employees in their department.  Motion carried 6-0.

Mr. LaMar, President, informed the Council a decision on the Animal Shelter was postponed from the January meeting and needed to be addressed.  The commissioners presented the contract to the Animal Shelter for the same amount that was paid in 2009.  They returned the contract and asked to receive $10,000 more.  Mr. Hancock stated everyone else was making sacrifices with less money and felt the shelter should do the same.  After discussion a motion was made by Mr. Manis and seconded by Mr. Hancock not to increase the contract by $10,000 and for the commissioner’s to return the contract for the same amount which was paid in 2009, which is $49,078.  Motion carried 6-0.

Nancy Kinder, representing EIDD, informed the Council that Henry County should be receiving their disaster relief monies soon.  She also stated new disaster relief money would be available soon for storm water and wastewater projects. 

Jerry Manis issued a report on the ongoing deliberation between the County, Youth Center and Gibault Children’s Services.

Mike Thalls reported on the financial situation at the Henry County Public Golf Course.

Penny York informed Council members regarding new business prospects for Henry County.  

Mr. Bouslog addressed the CF-1 form for the Paddock, which was turned in for approval.  Mr. Bouslog stated he had spoken to management and they informed him currently their number of employees are down, but expect to improve that when the economy starts to rebound.  He also stated their business has no intentions of leaving the area.  A motion was made by Mr. Bouslog and seconded by Mr. Thalls to continue the abatement for the Paddock.  Motion carried 6-0.
A motion was made by Mr. Thalls and seconded by Mr. Bouslog to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried 6-0.
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
